Producer’s Notes: 

Some of you are going to question whether that was a true THONG, Bonny’s wearing in this episode. Okay, okay you’re right it’s not. Maybe I should have named the video, ‘English Almost Gone Wild’.  At least now you know, they were wholesome girls who made this movie.

The original plan for the blood scene, was to also have the blood run down the camera lens as Kate was doing the “blood’ clue in the crossword puzzle. But the blood was too gooey and gelled on the lens. It was gross enough on the floor anyway.

Idioms and Expressions:

“Just relax buddy.” – just relax, friend.

"And my friend Kate here, can scream pretty loud." - my friend Kate can 

scream quite loud, or 'very' loud.

"Aside from tai chi.." -  besides tai chi, or, in addition to tai chi.

"..coursing through one's veins" - flowing through one's veins

"Just so you know what I am capable of." - just so you know about my 

abilities.

‘If Steve finds out about this”. – if Steve learns about this, or ‘hears’ about this.

"Oh gross! Let's get out of here" - oh yuck! let's go, or, that's 

disgusting! let's go.

"I'll sink this into your gray matter" - i'll stick this (a pen) into your 

brain, or, i'll stab you in the head.

"...and help set things up." - and help get things ready, or organized.

"You're the two girls who ran me down with that handcar." - you're the two 

girls who ran into me.

"Just don't call me at the crack of dawn." - don't call me when the sun 

begins to rise. (it's too early).

"No rest for the wicked. " - an old saying meaning, bad people are always 

very busy and have no time to relax.

“You’re under arrest”. -  legal expression, always used when police arrest someone.

"We're screwed." - a less offensive way to say, 'we're fucked', meaning, 

'we're in a lot of trouble'.

"Where to?" - where do you want to go.

"I was just dropping someone off." - I just gave someone a ride here.

"Small world." - an expression, meaning, that in life we often run into people we’ve met before but in unexpected situations.

'I can't handle any more surprises today" - I don't want to hear about the 

surprise (in this case) because it will stress me out, also expressed as ‘I can’t take…’.
